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7.1 SITE LOGISTICS

7.2 WORK METHODOLOGY
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· Appropriate & correct Personnel Protective Equipment (PPE) shall always be provided and worn. The basic PPE requirement includes Helmets, safety shoes, safety glass and reflective jackets.
· Safety induction training shall be provided to all staff, work force, operators prior to entry to site premises. 
· Toolbox talks shall be carried-out prior to commencing the task to clearly emphasize the hazards and environmental aspects that might be encountered, and the mitigating control measures to be undertaken. 
·  A pre-start meeting shall be conducted every day prior to start of the activity.
· The Method Statement and risk assessment shall be clearly communicated to the work personnel prior to start of work. 
· PTW and its recommendations if any will also be conveyed to the work force.
· Appropriate signage shall be provided within the site premises. 
· Proper access and egress to working sites shall be established. 
· Work/Access areas shall be free from debris and materials to avoid tripping hazards. 
· All working areas shall be adequately barricaded to prevent unauthorized personnel/public entry.
· Appropriate permits as required shall be raised and maintained. 
· Regular housekeeping shall always be maintained.   
·  Proper communication with all parties involved shall be maintained all the time during work/activities.
· Adequate HSE Control measures shall be in place all time as per the scope of work.
· Compliance with HSE regulations, laws as applicable and any other task specific requirements shall be ensured all time.
1) Emergency Procedure: - On hearing emergency alarm, all people shall vacate workplace. Before leaving each person shall ensure that the area is as safe as possible by switching off welding machine, gas cylinders, running machines etc. All people shall assemble at the assembly point and head count is taken to ensure every person is accounted for. No one will be permitted to return to work site until communication has been received from HSE team / HSE Manager.
